	· Write simple sentences

· Form most letters correctly

· Copy sequence of letters from model

· Leave spaces between words

· Use correct pencil grip, paper placement and posture

· Know how to self correc
	· Guided Reading and increased sight words to Level 4

· Attempt to read words with letter sound relationship eg sh-ade

· Identify full stop and know its purpose

· Attend to full stops and question marks when reading aloud

· use screen prompt  when working on a computer
	· VOCABULARY- Identify commonly used words when reading and know their meaning

· Give a short summary of a story that includes a beginning, middle and end

	· Blend up to 5 sounds when reading/ spelling

· Spell high frequency

· Spell unknown words phonetically with most letters in correct sequence

· Discuss origins of familiar words eg tele-television

· Use simple spelling rules including:
	· Experiment with compound sentences

· Plans writing by verbalising or drawing pictures of key ideas

· Include simple verb groups using appropriate tense

· Identify and use words that tell who, what, when, where and how

· Form all letters correctly, including starting point and height relationships

· Type simple sentences
	· Guided Reading and increased sight words to Level 6

· Combine knowledge of context (meaning, sentence structure and letters) to read/predict words

· Increased intonation, fluency, pitch and accuracy

· Attend to all punctuation when reading aloud
	· VOCABULARY-Use grammar and context of a phrase to work out meaning of an unfamiliar word 

· Offer explanation for a character’s intentions

· Suggest possible reasons for author/ illustrator’s use of particular features

· Answer some inferential and critical questions about texts

· Listen and recall main details of oral description of a character or thing
